This administrative shift includes adjustments in organizational structures and the
rearrangement of activities according to the jurisdiction of each sector. Also, the title of
“President of a strategic unit” has been canceled and replaced with the title of “Factory
General Manager”. All Factory General Manager reported to the Executive Vice Presi-
dent of the Manufacturing Sector.
